Stephen
Leader Candace Lufkin
talked with Pastor

Burnett about his experience with Stephen
Ministry and how he sees Stephen Ministry
complementing the mission of First Presbyterian
Church. The following is the second installment in
a multi-part interview with Rev. Dr. Del Burnett
on Stephen Ministry.

Stephen Ministry at First
Presbyterian…

In our pastor ’s words…

The Stephen Ministry program is an incredible
gift to a congregation.  For years, leaning on my
psychology background, I attempted to establish
an effective ministry of lay caregivers with little
lasting success.  A major appeal of the Stephen
Ministry program was the energy and support it
gives to: continuing education, focusing the
length (time) of care-giving service, and caring
for the caregivers — aspects I could not address
adequately in my attempts to develop and main-
tain meaningful care-giving ministries.

What Intangible Benefits of S tephen
Ministry Do You See?

The most unexpected benefit was Stephen
Ministry’s positive impact on the over-all quality
of lay leadership in a congregation.  In Fairbanks
the congregation had a pattern of energized and
passionate engagement with one another and with
the issues they faced.  Let’s say congregational
meetings and Session meetings were…an adven-

ture!  When a couple of Stephen Ministers joined
the Session, following their time of ministry
service, the anxiety level of the meetings and the
way we processed controversial issues were
positively altered by the listening skills and
sensitivity these individuals brought to our
decision-making process.  Those Stephen
Ministers helped the Session remember the
process of decision-making is as important as the
product produced.  I believe over the coming
years Salem, First will benefit greatly from the
lay-leadership skills of the Stephen Ministers
serving in our midst.

How Does the Role of the Pastor and the
Role of S tephen Ministers Serve the

Congregation in Caregiving?

I believe my role, as a pastor, in our Reformed
tradition, is to empower the people to be channels
of God’s grace.  Over my years of ministry, I’ve
wrestled with the concept of pastoral care being
the sole responsibility of ordained clergy.  Please
understand I recognize the pivotal role the pastor
plays in pastoral care, but as I look at scripture,
particularly the New Testament, I encounter the
notion that pastoral care is a congregational
mission, not simply a clergy responsibility.  This
has led to a life-long adventure of empowering
congregational members to understand, and
embody, the notion that pastoral care is a
congregational mission to be guided, nurtured
and shared by clergy.

I think Stephen Ministry helps us shift our
Christian care-giving priorities from a more
traditional clergy-responsibility to a more lay-
ministry understanding better aligned with our
Reformed tradition.  Stephen Ministry is a
wonderful means of training, nurturing and
empowering individuals to engage the
congregation’s pastor care mission — the
mission of the people.
